REMINDER: 2019 certification renewals and annual business registrations must 

be completed online.  You will still receive a renewal reminder in the mail, but we 

will not be accepting payments submitted directly to our office.  Once you complete 

your online renewal, you will print out your certification.  Medical Gas 

endorsements will continue to be renewed by submission of current NITC card to 

the Board along with the renewal fee.  If you have any concerns about renewing 

online, please contact the Board office. 

 

NOTE:  Employers who renew certifications for their employees and are renewing 

20 or more employees may submit payment to our office along with renewal slips if 

the company wishes to pay for these renewals with one check. 

 

Pursuant to Alabama Admin Code 720-x-9-.01, renewals are required to be 
submitted no later than December 15, 2018, in order to ensure the renewal is 
processed prior to January 1, 2019.  A late fee will not be assessed on any 
renewals received prior to January 1, however, there may be a delay in 
processing if not received prior to December 15. 
 
Renewals will be available online until midnight on December 31, 2018.  Any 
renewals that are not completed online prior to midnight on December 31 will 
be subject to a late fee.  SEE PAGE 3 FOR INFO REGARDING CHANGES TO

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The Plumbers & Gas Fitters Examining Board amended several rules that 
were filed on June 14, 2018, and effective July 29, 2018. 
 
The following sections of the Alabama Administrative Code were amended: 
720-x-1-.01, 720-x-1-.02, 720-x-1-.03, 720-x-2-.01,  720-x-4-.01, 720-x-7-.01, 720-x
-7-.01, 720-x-9-.01, 720-x-14-.01

IMPORTANT NOTE FROM RULE CHANGES THAT AFFECTS RENEWAL SEA-
SON:  
Pursuant to updates to Alabama Administrative Code 720-x-9-.01, the late fee 
will be assessed differently beginning January 1, 2019. 
 Certifications that are renewed beginning January 1 through January 31 

will be subject to a late penalty that is equal to 50% of the renewal rate of 
the respective certificate or registration. 

 Certifications that are renewed after February 1 shall be subject to a late re-
newal penalty equal to the renewal rate of the respective certificate or reg-
istration. 

This updates the previous rule that assessed a late penalty equal to the re-
newal rate of the respective certificate or registration fee beginning January 1. 
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On September 14, 2018, Calhoun County Judge Brian Howell issued a preliminary 
injunction against American Plumbing & Septic Services of Oxford, Alabama due to 
violations of the Deceptive Trade Practices Act.  For additional information, you can 
find the full press release from the Alabama Attorney General’s office regarding this 
case on our website or by visiting the Alabama Attorney General’s Website. 



 The Board appreciates the hard working certified contractors who are 

determined to deliver quality services to Alabama’s consumers.  These con-

tractors spend a lot of time and money to meet the requirements necessary 

to maintain their certifications while unscrupulous contractors attempt to take 

business from the certified contractor by lowering prices and doing substand-

ard work. 

 The Board often receives calls from certified contactors who are dis-

couraged by the continued presence of uncertified contractors working with-

out obtaining the proper certification. 

 The Board’s officers attempt to find as many of these uncertified con-

tractors as possible, however, when you see or know of a possible uncertified 

contractor working in your area, please notify the Board in order for our offic-

ers to check on the validity of these contractors.
